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‭Step 1: INSTALLATION OF X-BRACKETS‬

‭A.‬ ‭Remove the following items from the roof ditches:‬

‭●‬ ‭Store‬ ‭the‬ ‭removed‬ ‭hardware‬ ‭in‬ ‭Glove‬ ‭Box‬ ‭(You‬ ‭may‬ ‭need‬ ‭them‬ ‭should‬ ‭you‬

‭restore back to factory default configuration in future)‬
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‭B.‬ ‭Seal‬‭around the holes with Silicone Sealant‬

‭*Note: Extra care needed to ensure adequate amount is applied for proper‬
‭sealing.‬

‭C.‬ ‭Installation:‬
‭●‬ ‭Place the Black HDPE Spacer Blocks over the threaded holes‬

‭●‬ ‭Place the‬‭X‬‭-Bracket over the Black HDPE Spacer Blocks‬

‭●‬ ‭Fit the following fasteners loosely into the securing holes:‬

‭○‬ ‭M8 x 40mm Button Cap Socket Screws x 2 pcs per bracket‬

‭*Apply silicone generously around the thread prior to installation‬

‭○‬ ‭5‬‭/‬‭16‬‭x‬‭3‬‭/‬‭4‬ ‭Flat Washers x 2 pcs per bracket‬

‭●‬ ‭Align all the X Brackets in  a straight line with the aid of a straight edge.‬

‭(*Tips:‬ ‭Use‬ ‭the‬ ‭flat‬ ‭side‬ ‭of‬‭the‬‭Tough‬‭Bar‬‭as‬‭a‬‭straight‬‭edge‬‭to‬‭align‬‭the‬‭X‬

‭brackets by pushing the Tough Bar gently toward the centre of the vehicle)‬

‭●‬ ‭Tighten all fasteners to 8-10Nm (6-7.5lbs/ft)‬

‭●‬ ‭Place the Bracket Harness over the X Bracket‬

‭**‬‭*‬‭Do‬‭not‬‭apply‬‭downward‬‭force‬‭while‬‭tightening‬‭the‬‭X‬‭Bracket‬‭to‬‭avoid‬
‭causing the Internal Threaded Roof Plate from dislodging.‬
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Place the Bracket Foam Pad over the X Bracket
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‭Step 2: SETTING UP TOUGH BAR ON ROOF-RACK‬
‭●‬ ‭Apply Acoustic Foam Tape onto the flat face of the Tough Bar where fasteners are‬

‭not present (See illustration below)‬

‭●‬ ‭With‬‭the‬‭TLRAL22/FT/OE‬‭Roof‬‭Rack‬‭upside‬‭down,‬‭position‬‭the‬‭flat‬‭surface‬‭of‬‭the‬

‭Tough Bars on the underside of the Roof Rack as shown above.‬

‭(Tips:‬‭Start‬‭by‬‭positioning‬‭the‬‭2nd‬‭hole‬‭from‬‭the‬‭rear‬‭of‬‭the‬‭Tough‬‭Bar,‬‭onto‬‭the‬

‭1st‬‭Channel‬‭Cross‬‭Bar‬‭from‬‭the‬‭rear‬‭of‬‭the‬‭Roof‬‭Rack.‬‭The‬‭arrow‬‭on‬‭the‬‭Tough‬

‭Bar must point toward the front of the vehicle)‬

‭●‬ ‭I‬‭nstall all the M10 Hex Bolts, M10 Star Washers, ⅜‬‭x1 washers  and Strut Nuts to‬
‭the prescribed locations on the Tough Bar. (Tips: Do not tighten until adjustment is‬
‭completed)‬
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‭●‬ ‭Move‬ ‭the‬ ‭Tough‬ ‭Bars‬ ‭evenly‬ ‭both‬ ‭sides‬ ‭of‬ ‭the‬ ‭Centre‬ ‭Line‬ ‭to‬ ‭achieve‬ ‭Overall‬
‭Width‬‭distance‬‭at‬‭the‬‭front‬‭and‬‭rear‬‭most‬‭mounting‬‭position‬‭.‬‭Tough‬‭Bars‬‭must‬

‭be‬‭spaced‬‭evenly‬‭on‬‭both‬‭sides‬‭of‬‭Roof‬‭Rack.Once‬‭the‬‭Tough‬‭Bars‬‭are‬‭in‬‭position,‬

‭tighten the M10 x 25 Hex to 10-12Nm (7-9lbs/ft)‬

‭●‬ ‭Measure the external width of rear and front X Bracket as shown below:‬
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‭●‬ ‭Set‬ ‭the‬ ‭Overall‬ ‭Width‬ ‭at‬ ‭the‬ ‭front‬ ‭and‬ ‭rear‬ ‭mounting‬ ‭point‬ ‭on‬ ‭the‬ ‭Roof‬ ‭Rack‬ ‭as‬

‭shown below:‬

‭D.‬ ‭Installation of Wind-deflector(TLRWD15X)‬
‭●‬ ‭Apply Acoustic Sponge Tape on to the Roof Rack Frontal Area‬
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‭●‬ ‭Secure‬‭the‬‭Wind-deflector‬‭onto‬‭the‬‭front‬‭of‬‭the‬‭rack‬‭as‬‭per‬‭the‬‭illustration‬‭shown‬

‭below:‬

‭●‬ ‭Centralised and tightened.‬
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‭Step 3: Installation of Roof-rack assembly‬

‭E.‬ ‭Attach the Roof-rack assembly onto the X Bracket‬
‭●‬ ‭With‬ ‭a‬ ‭person‬ ‭either‬ ‭side‬ ‭of‬ ‭the‬ ‭Roof‬ ‭Rack,‬ ‭carry‬ ‭the‬‭Roof‬‭Rack‬‭over‬‭the‬

‭rear‬ ‭of‬ ‭the‬ ‭vehicle‬ ‭and‬ ‭rest‬ ‭the‬ ‭Tough‬‭Bar‬‭gently‬‭over‬‭the‬‭X‬‭Brackets‬‭and‬

‭align the hole centres.‬

‭●‬ ‭Fit‬ ‭the‬‭M10x25‬‭Button‬‭Cap‬‭Socket‬‭Screw‬‭with‬‭⅜‬‭x‬‭¾‬‭Flat‬‭Washer‬‭through‬

‭the holes and tighten to 10-12Nm (7-9lbs/ft)‬

‭●‬ ‭Check to ensure that all fasteners are fully secured.‬

‭●‬ ‭The installation is now completed and ready to be used.‬
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‭SAFETY‬

‭●‬ ‭Cargo must be secured firmly onto the Roof Rack during operation at all times.‬

‭●‬ ‭Frequently check the tightness of cargo on the Roof Rack, especially when‬

‭travelling over rough terrain or off-road‬

‭●‬ ‭Use only non-stretchable fastening ropes or straps to attach cargo onto the Roof‬

‭Rack.‬

‭●‬ ‭Extreme care  must be taken in off road conditions.‬

‭MAINTENANCE‬

‭●‬ ‭All bolted connections should be checked after driving a short distance when‬

‭you first  install your roof racks‬

‭●‬ ‭All bolted connections should be checked at regular intervals, depending on‬

‭road conditions, usage, loads and distances travelled‬

‭●‬ ‭All bolted connections should be checked each time they are re-fitted.‬
